Director's Message
Dear Parents,

Thank you for your continued support of the school as it does all it can to maintain
a full education for the students. Blended Learning continues to work well at the
school, but it is very important that all of us continue to follow the Covid-19
regulations in terms of social distancing, washing hands and wearing our masks.
Please can I ask you to reinforce that message with your children? The number of
coronavirus cases is increasing within the country (as it is across the world) and
the government is reinstating some measures to do all it can to reduce the spread
of the infection. It is therefore important that, as a school, we do our part.

As a school we have had very few cases. The infection rate amongst the students is
1.82% and for staff it is 2.39%, this compares to an infection rate within Qatar of
5.39%. Almost all of the staff and student cases were transmitted outside the
school, with only 2 cases being transmitted within the school and these were both
in 2020.

Education City is preparing for the start of the Club World Cup matches with the
first match being played at the Education City Stadium this evening. We are
following a normal school today and will do the same on Sunday, 7th February,
except that there will be no after school activities on either day. On Thursday 11th
February, we will be finishing early, with all students throughout the school being
collected at 11.00am.

Next week also has the National Sports Day on Tuesday 9th February and so the
school will be closed, with no blended or online learning. I hope that you enjoy a
good day with your family.
