Director's Message
Dear Parents,

It has been very good to see some of the usual annual school events taking
place this week. In the Senior School, the Grade 12 students have been
taking their mock exams, in preparation for the IB Diploma Programme
examinations which begin at the end of April. These mock exams are very
important for the students to be able to test their knowledge and then
prepare, with their teachers, for the final hard revision period before the DP
exams. It also gives them vital exam practice, as they learn to pace their way
through the examination etc. In the Primary School this week, there has
been the culmination of Book Week (over the last two weeks) and I have
seen students arriving at the Primary School in many different costumes as
they have dressed as one of their favourite book characters. This is always a
special part of the annual calendar in the Primary School and, although it
was more restrained than in previous years, it did take place twice, to ensure
that both A and B groups of students were able to participate.

I wrote in last week’s Director’s Message that the staff have been going to
receive their vaccinations, with almost all staff now having been vaccinated.
Many of you will have seen the MOEHE’s announcement overnight that all
staff need to have had the vaccine to be able to enter the school from 21st
March. Staff who have not been vaccinated will need to have a weekly test
to show that they are Covid-19 free. This is all part of the MOEHE’s strategy
to make schools as safe an environment as possible, so that we can
welcome more and more students back into the school.
No student in the EEC, Primary School or Senior School has tested positive
for Covid-19 since 12th February, which is 20 days ago. This is the longest
period in term time, that we have had this academic year between Covid-19
cases, so that is an encouraging sign. There will no doubt be other positive
cases, in the coming weeks, but the fewer cases we get and the longer gap
we have in between cases, will all help build the sense of confidence that
the school continues to be a safe place to attend.

Sama Ayoub (G12) and Noor Al Thani (G11) have been selected to represent
Qatar at the International Science and Engineering Fair (Intel ISEF) which
will be held (virtually) in May this year in USA. In preparation for the event,
they will receive training from expert researchers at QNRF. This is a
wonderful opportunity for Sama and Noor who will be collaborating with
some of the brightest young scientific minds in the world. Each year more
than 1,800 students from Grades 9 to 12 earn the right to compete in Intel
ISEF by winning a top prize at an affiliated regional, state, or national
science fair. Their research project entitled "The Fabrication of Nanosensor
Technology to Detect Blood Glucose Levels in the Breath of Diabetic
Patients" won second place at the National Science Research Fair held in
Doha last year. Congratulations to Sama and Noor!
