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Director's Message

Dear Parents,

Tomorrow is Qatar Environment Day, when all of us in Qatar are asked to do
something to raise our collective awareness about the importance of environment-
friendly solutions and green technology.

(I have completed my two vaccinations and have the message that I have
been vaccinated included in my Ehteraz!) It all helps to build confidence in the
community and that is the crucial step to returning to normal. I hope that more
and more students will return to the school in the coming days. In the meanwhile, I
hope that all students will continue to wear masks, follow the social distancing
rules and to wash their hands frequently, both within, and outside, the school.
