To learn more about the student's journey and the Youth Media Masterclasses, we spoke to QAD student Hissa:

Hi, I'm Hessa Al Hitmi, from QAD grade 9, who has been one of the students who took part in the Youth Media
Masterclasses pilot. It all started back in March of 2021 when Activists in Action, a student-led group on a
mission to ban single-use plastic bags in Qatar, received a letter from His Highness Sheikh Tamim Bin Hamad
Al Thani congratulating them on their efforts. The students’ reaction to the letter was recorded, and | had the
privilege to create a video. The QF communication team gave me extremely useful feedback that helped

enhance the quality of the video.
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While working with them on the video, the QF communication team saw how passionate | was about using
different media to portray a message. This was the start of the initiative, and | was happy to be selected
alongside a group of students from Qatar Academy Doha who are as passionate as | am about communicating
different issues to students, families, and teachers in our school to be a part of the pilot and learn more about
communications.

The QF communication team helped us learn more, so we could build a communication plan that is led by

students for students.

During our first meeting, we discussed the brief, objective, target audience, key messages, tactics, and
timeline. While developing the communications plan, we identified the theme of “bullying” as a priority topic

we all wanted to be addressed.

After planning, we started discussing how we would bring awareness to this important topic. We discussed
who the target audience should be and the most effective way to attract them. Every student thought of
different ways to raise awareness and share our message that "Bullying hurts everyone” through photos,

social experiments, and newsletters.

/ decided to create an animation video. | felt that an animation video would attract the audience to watch and
listen to the message, as it has both visuals and sound, making it more engaging. / worked on it using a
platform called Vyond, which is a cloud-based animated video creation platform. | hope | successfully
conveyed my message, and | hope everyone likes the video, which will be posted on all our social media

channels.
