It has been a great pleasure to welcome the students back into the school this week. We have welcomed
many new families into the school along with the returning students and all have settled in well in the
course of the week. Generally, the start of the new academic year has been a smooth one and | am grateful
for the way that our students have adapted to their new classes and schedules. This year only a very few
students who have a medical condition (explained through a doctor’s certificate) are working 100% online.
There are therefore a number of students who worked online last year, but have now returned into the
school and it has been good to see them back in the classroom. With many more students physically back
in school as part of our Blended Learning program, we have adapted some of our routines this week to see
if they provide a better experience for the students. We will be adapting some of these routines further in
light of our experience this week. The Principals will explain any changes to the relevant sections of the
school.

We continue to do all that we can to reduce the chance of infection within the school. Over 96% of the
staff are vaccinated and all staff had a PCR test last weekend, before the school opened its doors for the
students’ return. The overwhelming majority of the students in the Senior School are vaccinated. This is all
very encouraging, but everyone does need to continue to wear masks properly at all times, to maintain
appropriate social distance and to wash or sanitise their hands frequently. Please would you do all that you
can to reinforce that message with your children?

The QAD Admissions team has become part of a centralized Admissions Team and is moving to the new
PUE building from this Sunday 29t August. It will be very possible to continue to meet with the Admissions
staff, but it will be by appointment only. The full details of the office hours and how to make an
appointment can be found on the website.

Developing Independence in Preschoolers. Why is it important?

Trusting that children CAN be independent with a little guidance helps them settle into preschool quickly. This is a
very important aspect of QAD’s early years philosophy. We hope to work together with parents as partners to ensure
the success of each child.

How can you help to support them at school every day? W

e Allow your child to feel independent from the minute they walk into
school such as carrying their own backpack.

e Ask them to lead and guide you to their classroom, let them walk
ahead and you follow closely behind.

® Once they reach their cubby give them time to take their belongings
out of their bags and organize themselves. This will take time, don’t
forget that it is new learning for them. Using their fine motor skills
to unzip their bag is a skill they need to develop — be patient with
them.

® Allow them opportunity to carry their own things into the classroom
and find the place for their water bottle and snack box. They can do
this!
