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A Preschool Unit of Inquiry: Sharing the Planet

Children have been exploring the unit, “Sharing the Planet’. Children have been learning about the range of
living things that share Earth. They have been discovering there are many different types of living things -
animals, birds, minibeasts, plants, flowers, trees.

When planting flowers and seeds, we discussed how we can eat some plants but not others. We learned
insects can eat plants. We learned that some animals eat other animals. We looked at snacks and talked
about where our own food comes from.

Children are appreciating the connection between humans, plants, and animals and how we rely on each other
for survival.

Why?

The unit of inquiry encourages children to show care to living things. Children'are inspired to act responsibly
and to take steps to look after our planet.

We encourage children not just to be passive observers, but to make choices that make a difference.
