Dear Parents,

Covid-19 Precautions
We have had a very small number of students contracting Covid-19 outside the school, in the last
few weeks. The number of cases is gently rising again within Qatar (as in the rest of the world)
and therefore we need to continue to be vigilant.

Please can | therefore ask you to keep your children at home in the following circumstances:

1. They have tested positive or reactive (the usual quarantine is 14 and seven days, respectively).
2. Someone else in the family / household has tested positive or reactive.

3. Someone in the family / household has tested positive or reactive and the rest of the family are
being tested and are waiting for their results.

4. Someone in the family / household is showing symptoms and is going to be tested / has been tested and is waiting for the results.
5. Your child is a close contact of a positive or reactive case.

6. Someone in the family / household has travelled and is aware of infection within the group.

7. You have any other Covid-related reason that you are concerned about.

In all of these instances, please contact the school nurses or the admin team immediately for guidance on what to do next. Please note
that QF has specific Covid protocols that sometimes differ from MoPH protocols. If you speak to our school team about your specific
circumstances, in many cases your child may be able to come back to school within a short timeframe. Please do check with us first, as
a precaution.

If we all follow these guidelines then we will ensure that we do not unwittingly bring the virus into the school.

Traffic Congestion

You will know that there is a great deal of traffic congestion around the school at drop-off and collection time. You will also know that
we had a successful Car Free Day in Education City at the end of last month. To help ease the congestion problem, all Senior School
students will be dropped-off and collected from The West Car Park, in future, rather than in front of the school. This will start this
Sunday, 14th November. | wrote to the Senior School parents to inform them of the arrangements yesterday.

Primary School and EEC Students can continue to be dropped-off and collected at the Primary School and the EEC. However the roads
in front of the Senior School will be closed to all traffic.

It would be wise to allow a little more time for your journey to school, while the new arrangements settle down. Thank you for your
support with these arrangements.

One option is to avoid parking at the school altogether, by parking at the Oxygen Park Car Park and then using the yellow tram line. This
tram stops by the Tear Drop entrance to the EEC and by the Primary School Car Park.

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Science week in Primary

Grade 4 creating musical instruments as part of their How the World Works unit

looking at different types of and how they transfer information.
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Grade 5 inquiring into matter and its properties as part of their Energy and
Ecosystems unit in How The World Works.
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Grade 3 students have been scientists this week.

Some children have been inquiring into bird beak adaptations. We used a variety of tools such as
tweezers, chopsticks, pegs, scoops and pipettes to represent bird beaks. We used other items to
represent things that birds love to eat. Rubber bands for wormes, ice for fish, expired honey for
nectar, etc. The children then inquired to find out which bird beak was the most efficient at
picking up each food. Did you know that bird beaks have adapted over time to help birds find food
within their habitat so they can survive?
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Science in Preschool

What is Preschool Science?
The goal of science activities at the preschool age is not to memorize facts but rather how
to gain knowledge through observations, experimentation, and play. Science is about
connecting children's senses to the world around them.

Sensory play is apparent in every preschool classroom and this allows children to
experience science through their senses. Playing with corn flour and water, ice, shaving
foam, slime, playdough, colour mixing and many more, allows children to question the

changes they see and feel.

In Preschool we encourage children to explore provocations and generate wonder
about their experiences. Through science we allow them to make predictions and
reach conclusions. For example; in the photos you can see here the children were
presented with a problem. The dinosaur was stuck inside the block of ice. To begin
with, the children approached the tray with curiosity. Then they began to touch the ice
and ask about the dinosaur. How did it get there? Where did it come from?
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The teacher asked them how they could release the dinosaur. They tried to shake it,
blow on it to break it, but nothing worked. When the ice started to melt, the teacher
asked where the water had come from. The children said “the ice” when the teacher
asked how it came from the ice the children said “it was magic.” At this age we want
the children to conclude their findings in their own way and we will not be correcting
them to explain why ice melts (that will come later). It is more important that they are
trying to solve a problem and have tried to give reasons for what they see - and
enjoyed the whole experience of course.
