Process Art in Preschool:
The Joy is in the Journey

Freedom. Joy. Experimentation. Agency. Wonder. Sensation.

These are the words that come to mind when we talk about Process Art in Preschool. What
is Process Art? Process Art is a learning engagement where the acts of making and creating
is the focus, as opposed to coming up with a certain prescribed picture or object in mind. It
is a way for us to practice numerous skills and engage in social and emotional learning.
Process Art is an act of doing and creating and thus being given freedom and choice
allowing your child to develop a myriad of skills: prediction, comparison, and focus. In a
group setting, it allows space for negotiation skills, emotional sharing, and even relaxation.
In order to nurture the budding artist (preschooler), giving them freedom and choice in
their art processes is a wonderful way to foster growth mindset and self-confidence. The
journey in making Art is a reward in itself and we teachers at QAD preschool, are delighted
to facilitate and encourage that joy in our students. _L Ve

Allow your child the choice to return to a piece

of art work if they decide haven’t finished.
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*When your child asks us if they think their picture is good, the best way to answer is by
making specific remarks about their work. For example, “I like the way you...,” or “I can tell
you worked really hard on...,” “It was a very creative way to...”
