Dear Parents and Community Members,  
 
As we begin to settle in to the new school year in this unprecedented time, we are continually looking at 
ways to improve learning and to maintain the highest level of safety for our students and staff.  Over the 
next week I will be sharing with you how we will be providing online learning for those students who are 
choosing to just learn from home.  As well, we are trying to improve the Blended Learning for those students 
who are choosing to come to school.   
 
We have established the Blended Learning Schedule (see below) and we will maintain that while trying to 
better organize the learning based on Parent and Student choice.   We have now determined who will be 
accessing each learning method from our survey that was sent to you two weeks ago.  We are in the 
process of setting up classes according to those choices.  This will allow us to provide better online teaching 
and better and more connected Blended Learning.  Please know that we will minimize the changes for 
students attending Blended Learning, and they will still attend on the same days and at the same times.

COVID Safety 
 
We cannot stress enough how much emphasis we place on Safety at our school!  
 

1. We enforce mask wearing for ALL teachers and ALL students at ALL times. 

 
2. We have removed desks from each classroom to ensure social distancing of 2 m. 

 
3. We encourage students to hand sanitize regularly and to wipe down their work area before and after 
use with disinfectant wipes. 

 
4. We maintain students in separated areas of the school, by grade, to minimize the possibility of 
transmission  

 
WE ARE ASKING PARENTS TO PLEASE KEEP ANY CHILDREN HOME THAT PRESENT ANY COVID-

LIKE SYMPTOMS WHENEVER THEY ARE OBSERVED! 
 
If we do these things, consistently and diligently, it is safe and enjoyable to be at school.  We will continue to 
offer a thorough and comprehensive learning program for our Blended Students.  We will also offer our 
students a chance to be social and interact and relate to the other students in their grade, within these 
safety parameters. 
 
We believe that QAD Senior School is a safe place for our children to gain some sense of normal as they 
interact and learn together in a safe and controlled environment.
