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Director’s Message

Dear Parents,

Thank you very much for your support last Tuesday in getting your children to
school on Education City’s Car Free Day. Generally, the day went well. In the Senior
School students were dropped off in the Academy Parking (or West Car Park) and
walked to the school, as it is a very straightforward 5 to 10 minutes’ walk. Primary
School students and their families parked in the Academy Car Park and then took
the tram and alighted at one of the two tram stops by the main entrance to the
Primary School.

Departure at the end of the day also went well, with most Senior School students choosing to walk back to Academy
Parking, although some did take the tram, for the one stop ride. In the Primary School, departure was also very easy,
with families travelling by tram to collect their children and then continuing back on the tram to Academy Parking. As
families arrived at the Primary School on different trams, it meant that not all families arrived at the same time -
which is what normally happens when students are being collected by car. This staggered arrival ensured that there
was a natural filtering, with students leaving in groups when their families arrived, making for a very smooth
collection.

| know that a few families parked in the Oxygen Park Car Park and then took the tram from there to the Primary
School. | was told that this was an easy five minutes’ tram ride — and | imagine that the Oxygen Park Car Park had
fewer cars in it, than the Academy Car Park, and so was easier to get in and out of.

It is true that some children did arrive a little later for school than normal. Some of that will have been due to a little
uncertainty about the procedure, as families were doing the journey for the first time. Having done it once, | have no
doubt that it will be easier next time (as | imagine there will be a next time) and that also families will allow a little
extra time to get to school, in the future.

The timing of the Car Free Day was to coincide with Sustainability week, as for each of us to make a contribution to
saving energy and preventing pollution, is so important for the sustainability of the planet. It was good to see that
many of the students were keen to wear something green (it was a home clothes day) in support of sustainability
week.

It is also important to remember that sustainability and protection of the environment is part of our school Mission,
for it says that we want our students to “demonstrate environmental consciousness”. We were all doing that on
Tuesday.

What is Junk Modelling and why do we do it?

Junk modelling is creating new and exciting things from items such as
cereal boxes, egg cartons, bottle tops, shoe boxes, plastic bottles and
any other clean packaging that would normally be quickly discarded.
Making junk models not only helps us repurpose and reuse materials,
it helps to develop your child's imagination and creative abilities while
challenging them to explore, investigate and problem solve as they
bring their plans and ideas to life. Not forgetting that it is also great
fun!

Children can work on their own or

co-operate with others, learning to negotiate and share ideas. When they
create something new it can give their confidence and self-esteem a big
boost. They can also consider how their plans have worked out as they
think about what they might have done differently or how they might
improve their model. The process of creating is more important than the
end product. Whenever we make junk models in Preschool we always
witness that the children have a great deal of pride for their creations as
each one is unique to them.
